Background

+ Ofsted and the Care Quality Commission (CQC) carried out a joint inspection of Bristol Local Area
between the 30t of September and 4 October 2019

« Bristol's inspection letter identified 5 ‘significant concerns’ and required us to produce a ‘Written
Statement of Action’ (WSoA) that explains how the areas of weakness will be addressed

« The WSoA and letter of confirmation from Ofsted are published on our website

« We have set up a page on the Local Offer to keep parents and carers updated about the
inspection and our progress in tackling the areas for improvement

«  Bristol will have a full re-visit about 18 months after the inspection to see how effectively we have
addressed the serious weaknesses

+  Our WSoA sets out what we are aiming to have achieved at the end of each four month period
over that timeframe

 The end of each of these periods is described as a ‘milestone’
*  The first of these milestones was July 2020
